Barat, Indonesia and shall include its lawful representatives and permitted assign; (hereinafter
referred to singularly as “the Party” and collectively as the “the Parties”).

formal business organization of any kind between the Parties or so to constitute either Party
as the agent of the other.

ARTICLE VI
ENTRY INTO EFFECT AND DURATION

1. This Memorandum of Understanding will come into effect on the date of last
signature and will remain in effect for a period of five (5) years or until terminated by
either Party with six (6) months written prior notice.

2. This Memorandum of Understanding may be extended for a further period as agreed
to in writing by the Parties.
